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Abstract. The evolution of corruption, parallel to the development of states, has been ongoing, therefore, it has
occupied one of the most important places among the most difficult problems facing states and societies of all times
and, unfortunately, has not lost its relevance to this day. Its existence in the public administration system is due to
the fact that in the absence of proper control, an official can arbitrarily dispose of resources that do not belong to
him and, as well, receive benefits corresponding to his own selfish interests. Such manifestations of corruption
significantly undermine the value of laws and reduce their effectiveness in public life, undermine the trust of the
population in government institutions and the legal order, contribute to an increase in the level of social division of
the population due to the diversion of public goods for the benefit of narrow social groups; the main negative impact
of this anti-legal phenomenon is manifested in the increase in economic costs, the decrease in investments and the
delay in economic development. In general, the causes of corruption are considered to be: greed of officials; low level
of salaries of employees; social and political instability in the country, etc.

Today, corruption is not only an internal, but also an urgent international problem, and this is due to the fact
that modern states and people are involved in the global world system, which is formed by a single information,
transport network and other communications, and at the same time, in fact, by a single system of financial
institutions, which dramatically changes the situation in almost all areas. At the same time, corruption is considered
a factor that has a serious impact on all ongoing global processes, the manifestations of which (even at the national
level) have a serious impact on global economic, social and political processes.

This article discusses the essence of corruption and its contributing factors.
